Quick Task #2 - Set up NEIGHBORHOOD Communications

NEIGHBORHOOD RADIO (Vertex VX400) – The primary neighborhood radio is the Vertex VX400 handheld radio with an external antenna connector.  The radio is labeled “Neighborhood Radio”, stored in “cerpp radios (box 2)”.   Two additional VX400 are for the division leaders, all other neighborhood radios are in the block teams packs.
Steps:

1. Power.  The battery pack is stored with the radio, flip the radio over, reverse the battery pack, insert the battery pack and lock the clip at the bottom. 
2. Set up the radio near the front deck as far away from the division radio as possible to prevent confusion from simultaneous conversations.
3. Connect the radio to the antenna cable located above the back door of {your eoc}.  The antenna lead is stored under the eave of the upper roof.
A ladder is available in the shed to the left of the back door.
4. Get out the maps and whiteboard from the emergency shed.
5. Assign someone to operate the radio and a second person to take notes.
6. Turn on the radio.  The channel (2) is preset.  Our call sign is Highlands.
